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New Sidewalks and 
1.8m Wide Sidewalks 
All existing sidewalks will be reconstructed, generally at 1.5 m width, 
with some widened to the new Complete Streets standard of 1.8 m. Key 
pedestrian corridors were considered for 1.8 m sidewalks to improve 
walkability. As part of the renewal process, missing sidewalks will also be 
constructed, where possible. The following map highlights where missing 
sidewalks will be added, and where 1.8 m sidewalk will be constructed.
