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We have carefully analyzed responses from the first phase of the public
engagement, including over 2,100 comments from the workshop, on-
line surveys, social media posts, phones calls and emails.

Everyone’s ideas are important in developing a shared vision for this
section of Jasper Avenue. Some common themes emerged and are
summarized below.

Following this work, a draft
concept plan will be created and brought back for further feedback in fall 2016.

Once the Imagine Jasper Avenue concept plan is finalized, it will undergo preliminary
and detailed design before road reconstruction starts in 2018.
